WEEKEND REVIEW

Track & Field

Tyson Gay stole the show during the opening weekend of the 2008 U.S.
Olympic Team Trials for Track & Field in Eugene, Ore. With a 4.1 meters-
per-second wind behind him, the world 100 and 200m champion ran the
fastest 100 meters ever by a human being, 9.68, to win the men's 100m
Olympic Trials title. Moments after Gay crossed the line, the flags at Hay-
ward Field fell still, leaving observers to wonder what a slightly more tame,
and legal, breeze would have resulted in.

Gay headlines an American 100 meter squad that will be looking for multi-
ple medals in Beijing. 2007 NCAA champion Walter Dix was next across
the line Sunday in 9.80, followed by 2003 World Outdoor 200m silver
medalist Darvis Patton.

Prior to Sunday, the fastest time ever run had been 9.69 by Obadele
Thompson in 1996, where a wind in excess of 5mps couldn't be accu-
rately measured.

Tyson Gay ran a wind-aided 9.68 in
the finals of the 100m at the 2008
U.S. Olympic Team Trials for Track
& Field to end any debate about his
Olympic Games readiness.

Swimming

The 2008 U.S. Olympic Team Trials for Swimming got off to
a rousing beginning as two world records and one American
record fell as Michael Phelps (Baltimore, Md.), Katie Hoff
(Towson, Md.) and Larsen Jensen (Bakersfield, Calif.) won
their respective finals. By Olympic selection procedures, the
first-place finishers in each of Sunday’s finals automatically
qualify for the U.S. Olympic Team.

Katie Hoff shocked herself by breaking the 400 indi-
) vidual medley world record on the first day of the
Phelps and Hoff lowered world marks in the men’s and 2008 U.S. Olympic Team Trials for Swimming.

women'’s 400m IM and the American record in the men’s
400m freestyle fell at the hands of Jensen.

In the men’s 400m IM, Phelps edged Ryan Lochte (Daytona Beach, Fla.), 4:05.25 to 4:06.08. Both
swimmers' times were faster than the previous world record of 4:06.22, set by Phelps at the 2007 FINA
World Championships. They are now the top two swimmers of all time in this event.

Hoff's time of 4:31.12 in the women’s 400m IM Sunday broke the former world record of 4:31.46, held by
Australia’s Stephanie Rice, by 34-hundredths of a second.

Jensen came out on top of what was — from top to bottom — the most competitive race of the evening,
turning in a time of 3:43.53 in the men’s 400m free.

The world record in the women’s 100m backstroke fell twice in prelims Monday at the 2008 U.S. Olym-
pic Team Trials — Swimming. Hayley McGregory first broke the record with a time of 59.15. Then Natalie
Coughlin broke McGregory’s record with a time of 59.03 in the very next heat. The record before Mon-
day’s prelims was held by Coughlin and stood at 59.21.

Equestrian

Steffen Peters and Ravel were crowned USEF National Grand Prix Dressage Cham-
pions and won the USEF Selection Trials for the 2008 U.S. Olympic Team in Dres-
sage with a spectacular performance in today’s Grand Prix Freestyle. The pair fin-
ished with a remarkable score of 79.500%.

Peters, Debbie McDonald and Courtney King-Dye finished in the top three places to
represent the U.S. at the 2008 Olympic Games in Hong Kong.

WEEKEND HIGHLIGHTS (Cont.)

Volleyball

Men’s Indoor: The U.S. Men’s National Volleyball Team finished a four-match sweep of Finland with a
3-1(25-17, 22-25, 25-18, 25-18) FIVB World League win on Saturday before a crowd of 2,000 at the
Resch Center.

The victory gives the United States a 5-1 record in World League at the halfway point of pool play and
keeps it all alone in first place in Pool C. Finland falls to 0-6. The United States will travel to Spain for its
next two matches while Finland returns home to face Bulgaria.

Women'’s Indoor: Logan Tom (Salt Lake City, Utah) scored a team-high 16 points and the U.S.
Women'’s National Indoor Volleyball Team converted 57.0 percent of its kill attempts in a 25-17, 25-16,
25-20 victory over host Poland Sunday afternoon during FIVB World Grand Prix Pool E action at Wro-
claw, Poland.

Team USA, 5-1 overall in the World Grand Prix with five consecutive victories, travels to Chinese Taipei
next week to finish the World Grand Prix preliminary round against Poland (0-6) on July 4, Turkey (4-2)
on July 5 and Italy (5-1) on July 6.

Beach: It has been 16 years since a U.S. men’s beach volleyball team had won back-to-back SWATCH
FIVB World Tour events as Phil Dalhausser and Todd Rogers accomplished the feat in Stavanger, Nor-
way on Sunday by winning the US$600,000 ConocoPhillips Grand Slam on the Vaagen Harbour centre
court.

With a pair of wins Sunday over teams from the Netherlands and Germany, the top-seeded Dalhausser
(Ormond Beach, Fla.) and Rogers (Santa Barbara, Calif.) validated their gold-medal success last Sun-
day in Paris. They placed second two weeks ago in Berlin where Brazilian Olympic champions Emanuel
Rego and Ricardo Santos won the German title. They also completed the U.S. sweep of gold medals in
Norway, as compatriots Misty May-Treanor (Costa Mesa, Calif.) and Kerri Walsh (Santa Clara, Calif.)
won the women'’s final on Saturday.

The last-time the United States had a men’s team capture consecutive international beach volleyball
tittes was in March and April 1992 when Sinjin Smith and Randy Stoklos won back-to-back FIVB events
in Rio de Janeiro and Sydney.

For the season, May-Treanor and Walsh have posted a 21-0 match mark by winning 42 of 45 sets. The
Americans current record SWATCH FIVB World Tour winning streak is at 62 as May-Treanor and Walsh
have won 75 of their last 76 international beach volleyball matches since the end of the 2006 season.

Earlier Saturday, May-Treanor and Walsh took a 21-19, 21-17 semifinal win in 40 minutes over eighth-
seeded compatriots Jen Boss (San Juan Capistrano, Calif.) and April Ross (Costa Mesa, Calif.). Boss
and Ross took the bronze medal and split a $23,000 third-place prize by defeating Shelda and Ana
Paula 21-14, 21-18 in 43 minutes. With the win, Boss and Ross reduced their deficit for the second U.S.
Olympic berth by 80 points as the pair has 4,240 points for their eight best SWATCH FIVB World Tour
finishes since May 2007. Nicole Branagh (Orinda, Calif.) and Elaine Youngs (El Toro, Calif.), who
placed fifth this week, have 4,300 points entering the final two Beijing qualifying events in Moscow and
Marseille.

Baseball

Five consecutive hits produced a four-run fourth inning that propelled the USA Baseball National Team
to a 7-3 victory over the Chinese-Taipei National Team in the fifth game of a six-game series Sunday
evening at Durham Bulls Athletic Park. The game was called after the completion of the top of the eighth
inning due to inclement weather. Team USA has won each of the first five games of the series.

Weekly Preview (June 30 — July 6)

Diving: Thirty-six divers have qualified to participate in USA Diving’'s Olympic team selection camp, set
for July 2-6 in Knoxville, Tennessee.

The first four divers nominated to the 2008 U.S. Olympic Team were determined at the U.S. Olympic
Team Trials in Indianapolis last week, where Troy Dumais (Ventura, Calif.) and Christina Loukas
(Riverwoods, IIl.) won the 3-meter springboard contests and David Boudia (Noblesville, Ind.) and Laura
Wilkinson (Spring, Texas) placed first on platform to secure their nominations to the team. All four will
participate in the camp, with three of them in the hunt for spots on additional events.

The second individual spot on each event as well as all four synchronized teams will be determined at
the selection camp in Knoxville. Divers and synchro teams will perform four lists of dives throughout the
camp and will be evaluated on a number of factors, not simply a final score.

Divers qualified for the camp based on performances at the Trials (individual events) or at past national
championships (synchro events).

USA Diving will announce the final roster at noon on July 7.

Shooting: The 2008 USA Shooting National Championships for Rifle and Pistol began this weekend in
Columbus, Ga. at Ft. Benning'’s International Shooting Complex, home of the U.S. Army Marksmanship
Unit (USAMU). Competition will run through July 5.

Approximately 300 rifle and pistol shooters will compete in the week long National Championships con-
ducted by USA Shooting, the National Governing Body for the Olympic Shooting Sports.

Among the athletes competing for National Titles will be 13 members of the 2008 U.S. Olympic Team.
Swimming: The U.S. Olympic Team Trials for Swimming continue through July 6 from Omaha, Neb.

Taekwondo: Flying feet and piercing screams will be in abundance at Detroit's Ford Field next week as
USA Taekwondo conducts its 2008 U.S. National Championship, Junior Olympic Championship, and
U.S. National Poomsae Team Trials events July 1-6. Over 2,000 athletes ages 6-63, aided by over 500
coaches, will compete during the week.

In addition to vying for the title of “national champion” in their respective weight divisions, the sparring
athletes will also be competing for spots at the 2008 Pan American Championships Team Selection
Camp (for Senior athletes) and for places on the 2008 Junior National Team (for 14-17 year-old Junior
athletes). A trials to select the 18-member U.S. National Poomsae (forms) Team will also be held during
the week.

Track & Field: The U.S. Olympic Team Trials for Track and Field continue from Hayward Field in
Eugene, Ore. through July 6.

Volleyball: Men’s Indoor: Team USA, 5-1 overall in the World Grand Prix travels to Madrid, Spain, to
take on Spain on July 4 and 6. Women'’s Indoor: Team USA, 5-1 overall in the World Grand Prix with
five consecutive victories, travels to Chinese Taipei next week to finish the World Grand Prix preliminary
round against Poland (0-6) on July 4, Turkey (4-2) on July 5 and Italy (5-1) on July 6. Junior: A 12-
man U.S. Junior Men’s National Team will compete at the 2008 NORCECA Men'’s Junior Continental
Championship on June 30-July 5 in San Salvador, El Salvador. The NORCECA Men'’s Junior Continen-
tal Championships is a qualifier for the 2009 FIVB Men'’s Junior World Championship.
